Conclusions from the First Conference to Review Compliance with the UN and OSCE Politico-Military Commitments in BiH

Jahorina, 11 – 12 March 2010  
1. The participants of the Conference conclude that Bosnia and Herzegovina has achieved significant progress regarding reporting on the implementation of the UN and OSCE Politico-Military commitments;

2. The MFA, MoD, MoS, MOFTER and BH MAC shall designate one representative each for the Working Group tasked to develop the Proposal for the Guide’s content for implementation of the Politico-Military commitments in BiH, prior to the Second Conference to Review Compliance with the UN and OSCE Politico-Military Commitments; 

3. The BiH Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall establish the Contact List/Focal Points of the BiH Institutions, and all institutions involved in implementation of the Politico-Military commitments in BiH shall provide necessary data to the MFA, not later than 01 May 2010;

4. The BiH Ministry of Defence shall develop the Analysis of the Implementation of International Obligations in BiH deriving from the VD 1999, and present it at the next Review Conference; 
5. The BiH Ministry of Defence shall establish the Register on commitments of BiH regarding implementation of Verification Regimes, and present it at the next Review Conference; 

6. The BiH Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall regularly, upon sending the reports to the OSCE and UN, provide copies of these reports to all involved participants, in electronic form; 
7. The participants of the Conference support establishing of the Working Group for development of the Law on Implementation of the Biological Weapons Convention; 

8. To invite representatives of the BHMAC, Agency for Nuclear and Radiation Protection and the BiH Ministry of Civil Affairs to the forthcoming Conferences to Review Implementation of the Politico-Military Commitments. 
9. All institutions involved in the implementation of the UN and OSCE Politico-Military commitments shall designate one representative each for the Working Group tasked to determine needs of adoption of the Law on Implementation of the UN and OSCE Politico-Military Commitments; 
10. The participants of the Conference shall make an effort to resolve the issue of translation of the Conventions and International Agreements into the official languages of BiH, especially for institutions at the lower levels of authority;
11. The Conference supports an advisory role of the OSCE, UNDP and NATO and finds their contribution very useful;

12. The relevant institutions and the OSCE representatives shall inform other OSCE Participating States on noted progress in complying with the commitments and on the results of the Conference;
13. The Second Conference to Review Compliance with the Politico-Military Obligations is scheduled for September 2010.
